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Iran's foreign policy in a particular moment has a reproduction of the earlier 

sediments and bitter past and attempts to adopt a discourse of opposition with 

power centers. Most of the bitter legacies of legitimacy and fairness cannot be 

easily passed through; it is a few historical facts to be verified. However, 

over-reliance on the earlier sediments that mistrust and institutionalized 

reciprocity does not an appropriate approach in all the time and cannot gain 

the country's national interests in the field of complex global policy network. 

On the other hand, a foreign policy that fade or hidden behind the values and 

ideas of the Islamic Revolution cannot be accepted. Present global 

geopolitical system is a system based on a highly competitive and is based 

intrusion coordinates and geographical locations where detailed knowledge in 

order to gain hegemony in the transnational level is very important. Lived 

experience and history of Iran has shown that this country can recognize the 

profound geopolitical position and coordinates its way back to its authority as 

a major power and can be avoid from geopolitical challenges and the 

consequences of its isolation. This paper with descriptive-analytical 

methodology. Reviews and examines the discourses of Iran’s foreign policy 

and attempt to confirm the hypothesis that moderate discourse on foreign 

policy is one of the most profitable approaches for the country that has 

remarkable geopolitical weight in regional and global position.

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Today, tourism has become one of the most important economic sectors in 

many countries and governments have used various policies to develop 

tourism and its subsectors at different scales from local to national level. In 

the past decades especially since 1990s, experts and planners continuously 

have focused on the importance of rural tourism development due to the 

recession of agriculture sector and problems facing to the rural societies. In 

this regard, Iran With the plenty of attractions in rural areas can exploit from 

this great potential to improve itself economic situation. Therefore, this paper 

pays the general situation of rural tourism in Iran, and in particular with using 

of the quality and quantity steps (QSPM) in SWOT technique to determine the 

strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats for rural tourism development 

of  Iran especially for Dlfard. The method used in this research is survey and 

field studies method (130 samples from the tourists and residents population). 

This research able to present the appropriate strategies for Dalfard tourism 

development and because many villages in Iran are similar  Dalfard in view of 

natural, cultural, social and economic features, we can generalize its results to 

others. The results indicate that the strength points of this region are over the 

weaknesses, so we hope to develop tourism in this region by application of the 

proposed approach. Favorable macro strategy proposed by this research is 

competitive strategy (with a total score of internal and external factors: 36/2 

and 51/2). Also the result of quantity matrix is the third sub-strategy (with a 

score of 55/7) that focus on combining of the active participation of 

government to strengthen the private sector and NGOs.

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Increasing the share of industry in GDP and increasing the value added of 

industry are the important objectives of the general policies in the industrial 

sector. Fiscal and monetary policies are the major economic policies, and they 

play a significant role in economic growth and development. Given the 

importance of the industrial sector of the Iranian economy and the importance 

of adopting appropriate fiscal and monetary policies, this research investigates 

the impact of these policies on value added of industrial sector in Iran. To this 

end, we used the annual data over the period 1979-2010 and autoregressive 

distributed lag (ARDL) model. The results show that the impact of monetary 

and fiscal policies on value added of industrial sector is positive and 

statistically significant in the short-run. In the long-run, monetary policy has a 

negative and significant effect on value added of industrial sector. In contrast, 

the impact of tax revenues as an alternative variable of fiscal policy on value 

added of industry is positive and significant, which can indicate that the tax 

revenues have been influenced by the activities of the industry. Moreover, 

government expenditures has no significant effect on value added of industrial 

sector in the long-run, indicating that the government expenditures has not 

been complementary to the investments of industrial sector and had no 

significant effect on industry value added because of the existence of the 

crowding out effects and different forms of government expenditure 

financing. 
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Oil is one of the most important sources of income for oil-exporting 

countries and the main raw material in the production process.Oil price 

shocks can cause instability in macroeconomic variables, such as value-

added agriculture and industry in the Iran that is part of the Petroleum 

Exporting Countries. This research examines the effects of symmetric 

and asymmetric oil shocks on the value added agriculture as the part 

that is mostly governed by the private sector, and Value added of 

industry as the part that is mostly governed by the Government sector. 

In this regard, the first oil shocks by nonlinear GARCH model 

extracted then use the VECM to examine the effects of positive and 

negative shocks on the value added of the agriculture and industry 

sectors to be paid. The results shows that the effects of oil shocks on 

the agricultural and industry value added have an asymmetric effects 

and industry value added is more than agriculture value added effected 

by positive oil shocks.
